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Coaching Qualification Proposal

Last issue saw the outline of the proposed umpiring structure, this edition it’s the turn of the coaching programme.

Terry Holt has worked tirelessly to implement both programmes which will see a nationally coordinated approach to umpiring and coaching.

Petanque NZ representatives are at present locating all players who have achieved certification at level 1, 2 & 3 of the coaching programme run by the Hillary Commission through the regional sports trusts.  Each region will appoint a Regional Coaching Coordinator who will oversee the pétanque coaching programme as outlined below.

Note: this person does not need to be a coach themselves, just someone who will work with Terry Holt, National Coaching Coordinator, to implement the programme.

Pétanque throughout the country will eventually be taught by coaches trained to the same standard. Sport specific resources and training seminars will be available to those coaches giving players a consistent approach to the game no matter where in the country they play the game.
