Re: WPA Regional Doubles-Timed Games

Background

When the results of the WPA Questionnaire were analysed by the Tournament Committee a number of recommendations were made to the full Wellington Petanque Committee for the Wellington Clubs to vote on.

The majority of answers received gave the Tournament Committee a clear steer in terms of how you all wanted Wellington Petanque Association to run its tournaments.

One of the clear messages was that timed games were preferred and that 60 minutes plus 2 ends was the option most favoured by clubs and members who completed the questionnaire.  This decision also matched the way PNZ also ran their national doubles tournament which ran smoothly and without any problems.

When it came to the vote clubs opted for a flat 60 minutes with no additional ends.  

For a large number of players who played in the WPA Regional Doubles there was frustration with the flat 60 minutes that resulted in a large number of games not being finished and players feeling that they have not had a fair go and an opportunity to win the game/s.

At the last WPA committee meeting it was decided that the Association would go back out to clubs to ensure that the clubs happy with the current length of the timed games or would they support a change.

The Association would ask clubs to ensure they discuss this matter with their competitive players before informing the Association of their decision.

Action Required by the Clubs

We are asking the clubs to vote on whether the length of timed games should be:

1) 60 minutes with no additional ends, or

2) 60 minutes plus 2 additional ends and if the score is tied at the end of the two additional ends 1 further end is played.

We would request that clubs submit their vote to the Secretary of Wellington Petanque Association by 12 December 2014.  The Association will run with the consensus vote which will be confirmed at the next meeting of the Wellington Petanque Association in the New Year.  However, if there are any tournaments that are run by the Wellington Petanque Association prior to the next meeting we reserve the right to change the length of timed games based on the decisions submitted by the clubs.
