Proposed Tournament Structure for 2018/2019 
Discussion Paper

The tournament sub-committee has met and decided on the proposed format for the 2018/2019 season.

Rather than put out a questionnaire we prefer to put our thoughts out to the members and invite comment on the proposed Programme.

Championship Tournaments:

Singles, Doubles and Triples: 
These tournaments will continue as in previous years over 2 days. They will continue to be timed at 60 minutes but will be plus one end (instead of 2 as in previous years). 

Qualifying will be 5 randomly drawn games then on to pools as last year before single elimination. It should be noted that it is the opinion of the tournament subcommittee that using Swiss Draw for qualifying is a fairer way of finding qualifiers but this would require more input at tournament organizing on the day than is currently required under the random draw system.
Senior Doubles and Women’s Singles Championships:

These are currently one day tournaments but are still recognized as championship tournaments and the winners are awarded a winner’s shirt. We see no reason to change this structure. In fact, we see a need to add another championship to programme, mixed doubles. Whether this is a one or two-day tournament will depend on feed-back with regard to the interest and “intent to enter” from players.
Regional Shooting Championship:

This championship has been held since 2013 and usually attract between 11 and 14 participants. It is a combined men’s and women’s event held in conjunction with the WPA doubles championship. We see no reason to change this and in fact we propose to introduce a WPA Pointing Championship.
Champion of Champion Singles, Doubles and Triples, Women’s Doubles and Women’s Triples:

These tournaments should continue as they are but as they are one day tournaments the venue should be selected to ensure clubs domiciled at the extremities of the region are not penalized with travel. For the Champion of Champion fixtures, if there are 6 teams or fewer These tournaments will be run in a round robin pool play. If there are more than 6 teams qualification will be via random draw (4 games) and then to elimination.
WPA Open Triples Championship:
This tournament had been held at Manawatu for several years in the hope of attracting players from the Hawkes Bay area. Last year we moved it to Otaki and there were a third more entries (21) than the previous year. This is a reflection of a more central venue attracting more entries. It is proposed to allocate this tournament to Otaki again.

It is currently a one-day tournament but the sub-committee would like to see it progress to a two-day tournament once the number of entries has built up to reflect the need for a two-day tournament. 

Format will be decided upon once the number of entries is known and will be advised to teams prior to the beginning of play.

Interclub:

The one-day format for the interclub this year appeared to be very popular and with a few minor alterations to allow for a smoother running of the day will be continued around the same date in 2019.

Jacques Cochonnet Trophy:
This event is continuing on as it has for some time and is in no need of modification at this stage.
